Review of Hazard
The review of hazard will provide a full report on the status  

of the system and all parts of the protected buildings.  

It will include a commentary on the hazard presented and 

the effectiveness of the system design. No water supply 

tests will be completed during this inspection, but a visual 

inspection of the water supplies will be undertaken.

Design Checking
Following either the audit or review process, additional 

sprinkler work may be required. The design checking 

service provides a full and expert evaluation of the proposals 

submitted in accordance with the requirements of the 

standards used.
